(Muslim) 
Allah multiplies good by ten times, thus fasting for thirty days of Ramadhaan comes to three hundred days and fasting 
for six days of Shawwal brings a reward of sixty days. Thus fasting for thirty six days gives the reward of fasting for a 
whole year. 
 These six days may be successively after Eid or scattered throughout the month of Shawwal.
